Goalkeeper Preston Burpo earned the Pod's Man-of-the-Match award for
his play against Rochester on June 19th. Although it was in a losing effort,
Burpo managed to block or get just enough of the ball to stop numerous
attempts by Rochester, and kept the Sounders in the game. Were it not
for his valiant efforts, the game could easily have been far more lopsided.
Burpo, an 8-year veteran of the team, also deserves mention for recently
playing his 100th game with the Sounders.

Kevin Sakuda, who played all his games as a defender last season,
made his first appearance of 2004 as a midfielder in the match against
Edmonton on July 7, but he looked far from out-of-place in this new
position. Not only did he score the only goal of the game, he also did a
stellar job going back on defense when needed. For these efforts, Sakuda
was the latest recipient of the Pod Man-of-the-Match award.

Recent Results:  The Sounders finished up a four
game road trip with a victory, a draw and two
losses. The trip started June 25 with a 1-0 loss to
the Atlanta Silverbacks, arguably the league's
surprise team this year. The Sounders rebounded

well to defeat the defending
league champion Charleston
Battery 3-1 the next evening via two goals from Welton
and a goal of the year candidate from Danny Jackson.

The trip continued last weekend
with a 2-2 draw on Fox Sports
World TV v. Milwaukee Wave

United, a game in which the Sounders twice
grabbed the lead from Ryan Edwards and later
Roger Levesque, only to see Milwaukee equalize

both times. New MF
Jonathan Bolaños
created both goals
and is proving to be the creative attacking
midfielder the club so desperately needed.
Finally, the Sounders
dropped a 3-0
Independence Day

decision to the Minnesota Thunder.

In the last home match, the Sounders dropped a
tough 1-0 decision to perennial A-League
contenders Rochester Rhinos.

The Sounder Women continue their winning ways, with
three more wins in the last three weeks, bringing their
record to 9-2-1, first in the W-League's Western Division.
Brenda Mueller scored in two out of the three games,
and her nine goals for the season makes her the 5th
leading goal-scorer in the league. Michelle French
remains tied for the league assist leader. The Women
defeated the Denver Lady Cougars 2-0 on June 25, with
goals from Rachel Rodrick and Mueller, and beat the Arizona Heatwave
4-1 on July 2, with two goals from Kim Taylor, with the additional goals
from Mueller and Erin Redwine. They then beat the Edmonton Aviators
2-1 with goals from Nikki Gamble and the newly-returned Tina
Frimpong. Their next game is July 17 at Seahawks Stadium against the
Fort Collins Force, who they beat 5-1 when they met in June. Gametime
is 4pm, and is the first game of a double header with the Sounder Men.
